By giting the prop-
erty, you avoid the capital gains tax, along wiginly able to realize a tax deduction for the erfiilemark et value of the property.
Memorial/Tribute Gifts

Any git may be given in memory or honor of a fidear loved one. The family of the deceased or #regn honored will be notified
of these gifts when made.

Gifts in-kind

In-kind gits include any git of non-monetary valisuch as office equipment and/or supplies, olmdhing, vehicles, etc.
Corporate Matching Gifts

Many companies have begun to offer matching gitsricourage employees charitable giving. To fintlifowour company offers
such a program, ask your personnel/human resodegestment. The most common ratios of corporat elmrag include 1:1, 2:1, and
in some cases as much as 3:1

Planned or Deferred Gifts

By giving through estate plans or life income giffsu may be able to provide signifcant gitts thay not be possible during your
lifetime, and leave a legacy of caring that willefoer be remembered.

Bequests by Will or Living Trust

A bequest is a deferred or planned git designetetwill or living trust, and is very personal rtestto be prepared by an attorney.
An example of how a bequest might be worded i®lésws:

Life Income Gifts

Life income gitts provide several benefits, botk &ad financial, for the individual(s) donating. dples include charitable git an-
nuities or charitable remainder trust. An irrevdeatit of cash or property is donated, and theadaaceived income for him or her-
self (or other beneficiaries) for either life ospecified term of years/ Atter the life or upomteend, the remainder goes to support
Tumbleweed Center for Youth Development.

Charitable Lead Trusts
Charitable lead trusts provide a fixed amount ocgeage of assets for a term of years, atter wiietassets remits to the loved
ones, while reducing the estate, git and generalopping taxes of the assets.

Gifts of Life Insurance

If Tumbleweed Center for Youth Development is narheth sole owner and irrevocabl e beneficiary, thaributor is eligible to
receive immediate deductions for charitable giviegyal to the padlicy’s net cash value or the netpums paid, with additional pre-
miums also being tax deductible.

Retirement Plan Gifts

By designating Tumbleweed Center for Youth Develeptras the primary of contingent beneficiary oifeet ent plan assets such as
a 401k or IRA, the donator may realize significtmnt benefts as the retirement accounts are exposkdth estate and income taxes.
To do so, simply designate Tumbleweed Center foutNdevelopment as the beneficiary on your plarésdiciary form.

Retained Life Estate

You may be able to realize current income tax diéoins by giting a home or other real estate to Blaweed Center for Youth De-
velopment, while still retaining the right to ocgupent or utilize the property during your lifetémBy doing so the property will not
be included in your taxable estate.
